End-of-Life Care in America

This presentation provides an overview of the state of end-of-life care in the United States and a review of the services of Hospice and Palliative Care Charlotte Region. Target audience: General public.

Hospice Essentials for Health Care Providers

This presentation overviews hospice services, philosophy and reimbursement.  It also looks at the criteria used to determine if a patient is hospice appropriate.  Target Audience: Clinical staff at hospitals, doctors’ offices, discharge planners and nursing organizations.

The Role of Hospice in the Long Term Care Setting

This presentation examines the role of hospice care in the long-term care setting with an examination of the benefits and barriers to hospice care that currently exist. Target Audience: Clinical staff, physicians, other health care providers who work in the long term care environment and others who wish to know more about this subject.

Advance Care Planning

This presentation looks at the rights which an individual has and how to prepare in advance for the medical, financial and legal decisions one must make to get what is desired when they may no longer be able to make those decisions.  Target audience:  general public.
Respecting Choices®

Respecting Choices is a structured 14-hour course designed to enhance the skills of health care professionals in facilitating discussions about advance care planning and end-of-life care wishes.  Completion of the course results in a certificate as a Respecting Choices Facilitator.  This course is offered periodically and will be arranged for a group of 16 or more.  Target audience: Health Care Professionals.

Respecting Choices Overview

Key content of the Respecting Choices 14-hour course is presented in either a one hour or four hour format.  This overview is designed to provide the health care professional with key skills to enhance their communications with patients around advance care planning.  Target audience:  Health Care Professional, Clergy.

Pain and Symptom Management

This presentation explores the use of medication and other methods to control pain, nausea, restlessness, etc. for the terminally ill patient.  Target Audience: Clinical staff in hospitals, nursing homes, assisted living facilities, doctors’ offices and home health agencies.

Reimbursement for Hospice Care

This program provides a more in-depth description of the various payment methods for hospice care, including Medicare, Medicaid and private insurance. Target Audience: Clinical staff in any setting; can include billing staff, if desired.

Legal Misconceptions and Their Barrier to Good End-of-Life Care

This presentation reviews common legal misconceptions/myths associated with end-of-life care and how they prevent patients from receiving optimum services.  Target Audience: Healthcare workers who deal with sick and dying patients; others interested in learning more about this subject.
Ethical Issues Surrounding End-of-Life Care

This offering is a structured discussion about decision making for withdrawal and withholding of life sustaining measures.  Included in the presentation are discussions about tube feedings, code status and other measures that may be offered as options at the end of life.  Target audience:  This presentation can be structure either for the general public or health care professionals.
Ethical Issues and Chronic Pain Management

Managing chronic pain over a long period is different from dealing with pain at end of life.  This presentation explores the ethical and practical issues of chronic pain management.  Target audience.  Health Care Professionals

Palliative Care Overview

This presentation defines palliative care, and the approaches needed to achieve palliative care in various settings. Target Audience: Clinical staff in any setting or any group interested in the concept of palliative care.

Palliative Care in the Hospital Setting

This presentation builds upon the “Palliative Care Overview” and discusses specific issues of palliative care that are unique to the acute care setting. Target Audience: Clinical staff in the hospital setting or any other group interested in learning more about this topic.

Palliative Care in the Long Term Care Setting

This presentation builds upon the “Palliative Care Overview” and discusses specific issues of palliative care that are unique to the long term care setting.  Target Audience: Clinical staff in the long term care setting or any other group interested in learning more about this topic.

End-of -Life Care

This presentation is focused on issues related to end-of-life care. It covers from the broad statistical perspective to the practical issues that arise during this special time of life, both  for the patients and their caregivers.  Target Audience: Clinical staff and broad-interest groups.
